
Jesus Walks on Water 
 

SCRIPTURE: Matthew 14:22-33 

MEMORY VERSE: Believe in the Lord Jesus and you will be saved, you and 
your household.  Acts 16:31 

CHARACTERS: Jesus, Peter and other disciples 

Jesus is the Son of God, and He has all power. When He lived on earth he 
performed many miracles like healing the sick, raising the dead, and calming 
the storm.
