SCRIPTURE: Acts 3:1-11 

MEMORY VERSE: For nothing is impossible with God.  Luke 1:37  

CHARACTERS: Peter, John, crippled man, helper to crippled man 

One day Peter and John went to the temple church to pray. They went every 
day at three o’clock. As they came near the gate called “Beautiful,” they saw a 
crippled man sitting there.
