
Jonah and the Big Fish Craft 
 

Used with: 
The Story of Johan 
 
 
 
Supplies needed: 

1. Templates for Jonah and Big Fish 
2. Grey cardstock 
3. White cardstock 
4. Scissors, razor/exacto knife 
5. Memory verse on labels 
6. Gallon-sized Ziploc baggies 

 
 
Prepare ahead: 

1. Copy Jonah on white cardstock (4 / page) 
2. Cut out Jonah with strip (follow black outline; don’t separate strip 

from Jonah) 
3. Copy Big Fish on grey cardstock (2 / page) 
4. Cut page in half (don’t cut out Big Fish) 
5. Cut the black lines in the “body” of the Big Fish with razor / exacto knife. 

 
 
Children’s activity: 

1. Give each child one of each (Jonah & Big Fish, memory verse) 
2. “Weave” strip so Jonah can be “eaten” and “thrown up”! 
3. Put memory verse on back of Big Fish
